Lesson Program

Schedule

There will be four lessons per month.  **NEW** There will be no lesson on the fifth week of a month, unless a make-up lesson is needed.

Materials
For your convenience, all materials will be purchased by the teacher.  Reimbursement for these materials will be added to the next calendar month’s tuition bill.

Recitals
Recitals are required for all students under the age of 18 who have completed Faber, Level 1 (or an equivalent).  Students will have between four to eight weeks to prepare for their performance.  Memorization is a requirement for the performance.
Contests and Competitions
Contests and competitions are not required, but are encouraged!

Lesson Rates
Payment

Tuition is paid in advance for the month.  It is due at the first lesson of the month.  

If payment is not received by the end of the first full week of the month, a late fee of $5 will be added to the next month’s bill.

Absences, Cancellations, Make-ups
Tuition is due whenever the Studio is open.  Just as tuition at a college or trade school does not change because of student absence, lesson tuition will never be adjusted for missed lessons.
If 24-hour advance notice is given, it will be permissible to schedule a make-up lesson. For instance, if your lesson is at 6p on Tuesday, you would need to call by 5:59p on Monday to announce the cancellation.  You may leave a voicemail, as it time-stamps all incoming messages.
There will be several days set aside each month to accommodate make-up lessons for student-families.  If you cannot make it to any of these make-up days, you may choose to forfeit the lesson, or wait until the next month’s make-up days.

An excessive number of reschedules/ cancellations (more than 2 per month) will not be allowed.  If a school or home conflict arises that would cause an excessive number of reschedules/ cancellations, the student may ask for a new time slot.
Make-ups will not be given for no-call/ no-shows.

Sickness
In the event of sickness on the day of the lesson, a makeup lesson is will be given, even if 24-hour advance notice is not given. Each family is given three exceptions per year.

Vacations and Holidays
If you anticipate missing several weeks of lessons during summer or winter vacation, those lessons can be made up in the months preceding or following the absences.
Summer Study
Summer study is required to secure your slot for the fall.  Students who choose not to study during the summer risk having their membership in the Studio taken by a new student on the Studio waiting list.  During the summer, there will be “flex weeks,” during which several lessons will be given in a single week, similar to a summer day camp.
Studio Breaks

The Studio will be closed during the following weeks:
Christmas Holiday: December 21-28

Summer closings will be announced as summer approaches.

Lesson Protocol

Drop-offs

For legal, safety, and ethical reasons, parents are asked to remain at the Studio when they drop their children off.  You may choose to sit inside or in your vehicle.  If you choose to wait in your vehicle, the front door will be left unlocked so that you may enter at any time and observe the lesson.
Parental Involvement
Parents are encouraged to sit in on all lessons.

Lateness
If a student arrives late for a lesson, the lesson will begin when the student arrives and end at the regularly appointed time.
